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"< GUIDELINES FOR RECEIVING HoLy COMMUNION K

For CaTHOLICS

As Catholics, we fully participate in the celebration of the Eucharist when we receive Holy
Communion. We are encouraged to receive Communion devoutly and frequently. In order to
be é)roperly disposed to receive Communion, participants should not be conscious of grave sin
and normally should have fasted for one hour. A person who is conscious of grave sin is not to
receive the Body and Blood of the Lord without prior sacramental confession except for a grave
reason where there is no opportunity for confession. In this case, the person is to be mindful of
the obligation to make an act of perfect contrition, including the intention of confessing as soon as
possible (canon 916). A frequent reception of the Sacrament of Penance is encouraged for all.

For Our FELLOW CHRISTIANS

We welcome our fellow Christians to this celebration of the Eucharist as our brothers and sisters.
We pray that our common baptism and the action of the Holy Spirit in this Eucharist will draw us
closer to one another and begin to dispel the sad divisions which separate us. We pray that these
will lessen and finally disappear, in keeping with Christ's prayer for us "that they may all be one"
(Jn 17:21). Because Catholics believe that the celebration of the Eucharist is a sign of the reality
of the oneness of faith, life, and worship, members of those churches with whom we are not yet
fully united are ordinarily not admitted to Holy Communion. Eucharistic sharing in exceptional
circumstances by other Christians requires permission according to the directives of the diocesan
bishop and the provisions of canon law (canon 844 § 4). Members of the Orthodox Churches, the
Assyrian Church of the East, and the Polish National Catholic Church are urged to respect the
discipline of their own Churches. According to Roman Catholic discipline, the Code of Canon Law
does not object to the reception of communion by Christians of these Churches (canon 844 § 3).

For Trose Not Recerving HoLy CoMMUNION
All who are not receiving Holy Communion are encouraged to express in their hearts a prayerful
desire for unity with the Lord Jesus and with one another.

For NoN-CHRISTIANS
We also welcome to this celebration those who do not share our faith in Jesus Christ. While we
cannot admit them to Holy Communion, we ask them to offer their prayers for the peace and the
unity of the human family.

"4 NORMAS PARA LA RECEPCION DE LA EUCARISTIA "X

Para Los CaToLicos

Como catolicos, participamos plenamente en la celebracién de la Eucaristia cuando recibimos la
Comunidn. Se nos anima a recibir la Comunién devotamente y con frecuencia. Con el fin de ser
adecuadamente dispuesto para recibir la comunion, los participantes no deben tener conciencia
de pecado grave y que normalmente deberian haber ayunado durante una hora. Una persona
que es consciente de pecado grave no recibir el Cuerpo y la Sangre del Sefior sin previa confesion
sacramental, salvo por causa grave, donde no hay oportunidad para la confesion. En este caso, la
persona es ser consciente de la obligacion de hacer un acto de contricion perfecta, que incluye el
propdsito de confesarse cuanto antes (canon 916).A la recepcion frecuente del Sacramento de la
Penitencia se recomienda para todos.

PaArA NUEsSTROS HERMANOS CRISTIANOS
Damos la bienvenida a nuestros hermanos cristianos a esta celebracion de la Eucaristia como
nuestros hermanos y hermanas. Oramos para que nuestro bautismo comtin y la accién del Espiritu
Santo en esta Eucaristia nos van a acercarse el uno al otro y comienzan a disipar las tristes divisiones
que nos separan. Oramos para que éstas disminuyan y, finalmente, desaparecer, de acuerdo con
la oracién de Cristo por nosotros "para que todos sean uno" (Jn 17,21). Debido a que los catdlicos
creemos que la celebracion de la Eucaristia es un signo de la realidad de la unidad de la fe, la vida
y el culto, los miembros de esas iglesias con los que todavia no son totalmente unida normalmente
no son admitidos a la sagrada comunién. compartir la Eucaristia, en circunstancias excepcionales,
por otros cristianos requiere el permiso de acuerdo con las directrices del Obispo diocesano y las
disposiciones del derecho canodnico (canon 844 § 4). Los miembros de las Iglesias ortodoxas, la
Iglesia Asiria de Oriente, y la Iglesia Catdlica Nacional Polaca se les insta a respetar la disciplina
e sus propias iglesias. De acuerdo a la disciplina catolica, el Codigo de Derecho Candnico no se
opone a la recepcidn de la comunioén de los cristianos de estas Iglesias (canon 844 § 3).

Todos los que no estan recibiendo la Santa Comunioén se les anima a expresar en sus corazones el deseo de
oracion por la unidad con el Sefior Jesus y con los demas.

También damos la bienvenida a esta celebracion a los que no comparten nuestra fe en Jesucristo. Mientras
que no podemos admitir que la Santa Comunidn, se les pide a ofrecer sus oraciones por la paz y la unidad
de la familia humana.
